News from the Director: 
 
On Friday June 22nd, the Town celebrated the grand re-
opening of Riverside Park and Greenway.  The park features 
a new fishing pier, canoe/kayak launch, picnic shelter, 
additional trail, and new parking area.  We also completed a 
250-foot section of new sidewalk connecting Riverside Dr. to 
Cramer Mountain Rd.  The trail length from basketball court 
up to First St. is about ¾ of a mile.  The inside loop at the 
parking area is close to a ¼ of a mile.  Bicycles are allowed 
within the park but bicyclists must yield to pedestrians at all 
times.   If you would like to reserve the picnic shelter, please 
call the Parks and Recreation Office at 704-824-4231. 
 
Master Plan Update: McGill Associates have been working 
on our comprehensive Parks and Recreation Master Plan 
the last several months and are now in the final stages of 
completing it.  We will have several Public Meetings to allow 
everyone to express their ideas and concerns.  We will be 
notifying the public about the dates for these meetings. 
 
Goat Island: The North Carolina Parks and Recreation Trust 
Fund Board approved $500,000 in funding for the project in 
late May.  The first stages of project will be permitting and 
engineering.  Actual construction will begin in 2008.  The 
island will feature two pedestrian bridges connecting the 
Town Center and the Lakewood Community.  The Park will 
also feature two picnic shelters, a playground, nine-hole disc 
golf, trails, fishing pier, canoe/kayak landing, and an 
amphitheater.
