HOLIDAY SOLID WASTE/RECYCLING COLLECTION DATES:  Garbage Collection will be held on the regular Wednesday, 
December 26th while normal Friday collections will be held on Saturday, December 29th.   
 
MAYWORTH (CRAMERTON) SCHOOL PROJECT:   The renovation of the Mayworth School into 40 senior housing units has 
started.  Landmark Development is the new owner of the building and they have contracted with Rehab Builders to complete all 
renovations.  The auditorium will be completely renovated and leased back to the Town for community use.  The Town also 
received a $50,000 donation from the Landmark Group to go towards the Town Center Project.  If you or someone you know is 
interested in living in one of the 40 new apartments, please contact Landmark Development’s Director of Property Management, 
Blair Mass at blair@landmarkdevelopment.biz or by phone at 336-714-8939.

MANDATORY WATER USE RESTRICTIONS:   The Town of Cramerton is under mandatory water use restrictions.  Currently, 
the Town of Cramerton has instituted the third phase of mandatory restrictions. The Town falls under the same regulations that 
the City of Gastonia places in effect because we purchase our water from Gastonia.  Please keep up to date by reading the local 
paper, which will feature more information.  The restrictions are as follows: 

·  Watering of yards limited to handheld container or hose with automatic cutoff between the hours of 7:00pm-5:00am, 
Monday, Wednesday, and Friday only. 

·  Use of irrigation systems is NOT ALLOWED! 
·  No washing outside areas such as streets, sidewalks, driveways, parking lots, home and office exteriors, etc… 
·  No operating or introduction of water into any non-recirculating ornamental fountains, pools, and ponds. 
·  No washing of vehicles. 
·  No filling of newly constructed or completely emptied swimming pools. 

Penalties and Remedies: $100.00 civil penalty for f irst offense, $250.00 for second offense, and $500. 00 
for third offense, misdemeanor charge, and terminat ion of service.

Decorations: Wear gloves while decorating with spun glass 
"angel hair." It can irritate your eyes and skin. A common 
substitute is non-flammable cotton. Both angel hair and 
cotton snow are flame retardant when used alone. 
However, if artificial snow is sprayed onto them, the dried 
combination will burn rapidly. When spraying artificial snow 
on windows or other surfaces, be sure to follow directions 
carefully. These sprays can irritate your lungs if you inhale 
them. 
 
Fireplaces: You should not try to burn evergreens or 
wreaths in the fireplace or in a wood stove to dispose of 
them. They are likely to flare out of control and send 
flames and smoke into the room. Also, do not burn 
wrapping paper in the fireplace because it often contains 
metallic materials which can be toxic if burned. 
 
Candles:  Never use lighted candles near trees, boughs, 
curtains/drapes, or with any potentially flammable item. 
 
Toys and Gifts:  Be especially careful when you choose 
toys for infants or small children. Be sure anything you 
give them is too big to get caught in the throat, nose or 
ears. Avoid toys with small parts that can be pulled or 
broken off. If you are giving toys to several children in one 
family, consider their age differences and the chances that 
younger children will want to play with older kids' toys. 
 
Older adults:  Select gifts for older adults that are not 
heavy or awkward to handle. For persons with arthritis, 
make sure the gift does not require assembly and can be 
easily opened and closed. Choose books with large type 
for anyone with vision impairment. 
 
Plants:  Small children may think that holiday plants look 
good enough to eat. But many plants can cause severe 
stomach problems. Plants to watch out for include: 
mistletoe, holly berries, Jerusalem cherry, and amaryllis. 
Keep all of these plants out of children's reach. 
 
Food and Cooking:  The holidays often mean preparing 
large meals for family and friends. Wash hands, utensils, 
sink, and anything else that has come in contact with raw 
poultry. Keep in mind that a stuffed bird takes longer to 
cook. For questions concerning holiday turkey preparation 
and cooking call the USDA Meat and Poultry Hotline at 1-
800-535-4555. Refrigerate or freeze leftovers in covered 
shallow containers (less than two inches deep) within two 
hours after cooking. Date the leftovers for future use. 
 
Alcohol, Parties and Driving:  Being a smart party host or 
guest should include being sensible about alcoholic drinks. 
More than half of all traffic fatalities are alcohol-related. 

Use designated drivers, people who do not drink, to drive 
other guests home after a holiday party.
