 ONE-WAY ONLY TRAFFIC PATTERN CHANGE 
Center Street from Eighth Avenue to Ninth Street, all of Ninth Street from Front 
Street to Eighth Avenue is now one-way only.  The alleyway from Center Street, 
beside BB&T, to Ninth Street is also one way.  Please be aware of all new traffic 

signs in the area. 
 
THE TOWN CENTER REVITALIZATION PROJECT:   The Town Center Project is nearing completion.  Recore Electric will be 
installing the decorative lighting and the street clock in the next two weeks. Duke Energy will be taking down four poles along 
Eighth Avenue, thirteen Maple trees will be installed along Eighth Avenue and Ninth Street, the area will be seeded, and the 
irrigation system will be installed.  The Town will also be placing decorative banners and American flags on each of the fourteen 
decorative lights.  The Town is still looking for donors for the entire project.  There are naming opportunities for trees, benches, 
planters, and lights.

PUBLIC WORKS COMPLEX OPEN AND OPERATING:   The new Public Works complex located at 659 Eagle Road is 
operational.  The street and sanitation department formerly located at the end of Eleventh Street has been demolished and the 
property will be converted over to storage for the Parks and Recreation Department and additional parking for the athletic fields 
below the C.B. Huss Recreational Complex.  An open house will be scheduled during the month of June and we will be offering 
tours of the facility for interested citizens.   
 
PROPOSED FY 2008 BUDGET:  The proposed FY 2008 Budget has been presented to the Board of Commissioners and there 
will be a public hearing held on Tuesday, June 5, 2007 at 7:00pm at Town Hall.

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The Cramerton Police Department will begin 
aggressive enforcement of the Town’s General Code of 
Ordinances beginning May 21st.  The department has 
increased its membership to allow for the dedicated 
enforcement of the Town’s Code. 

  
At their May 1 meeting the Cramerton Board of 

Commissioners voted unanimously to shift primary 
responsibility of enforcing the Town’s General Code of 
Ordinances to the Cramerton Police Department.  
Previously, the responsibility of enforcing the Town’s 
Code rested within the office of the planning and zoning 
department.  An increase in proposed and approved 
development within the town placed the one-man 
planning and zoning department in a position that 
caused a backlog of codes complaints. 

 
Cramerton Police Chief, Greg Ratchford, 

described the new responsibility as a challenge for the 
department, one that his agency is looking forward to 
accepting.  “We will certainly meet this challenge head-
on.” Ratchford said.  The department has assigned 
Officer Corey Debbold to undertake the task of Code 
Enforcement.  Chief Ratchford described Debbold as 
dedicated and highly capable of the new assignment.   

 
The Cramerton Police Department has established 

a mission statement and prepared initial goals for the 
Code Enforcement Unit.  A new brochure explaining the 
Code Enforcement process is currently being printed, 
and will be available within a few weeks, along with new 
Civil Citations that will be issued to violators.  A new link 
has already been placed on the Cramerton Police 
Department’s website, at www.cramertonpd.org, and 
allows for the electronic submission of Code complaints.

Mission Statement 
     The Cramerton Police Department Code Enforcement 
Unit is responsible for aggressively enforcing state laws and 
local ordinances intended to reduce public hazards that 
create blight and adversely affect the quality of life of 
residents within the Town. 
 
Code Enforcement Goals 
1. Target criminal offenders and others who maintain 
dilapidated housing conditions that create health hazards 
and blight in our neighborhoods. 
2. Aggressively pursue irresponsible absentee landlords. 
3. Decrease the number of repeat code violators by creating 
a system of issuing civil fines to the responsible party and/or 
the filing of criminal charges. 
4. Work with the community to eradicate problem areas that 
create health hazards, reduce the quality of life, and reduce 
property values. 
5. Effectively work with other Town departments by assisting 
them in enforcing code violations with citizens who refuse to 
comply with Town rules and regulations. 
6. Effectively enforce the Town’s sign ordinance to improve 
the visual esthetics of our Town. 

PARKS AND RECREATION NEWS 
 

Directors Message: 
Good news, on Friday, May 10th the North Carolina Parks 
and Recreation Authority met and awarded Cramerton a 
$500,000 grant.  This grant along with a NCDOT Grant will 
be used to develop GOAT ISLAND .  This will be a three-
year project that will have a deadline of July 2010.  The 
project will consist of:  two pedestrian bridges, one 
constructed beside the fire department and the second 
bridge will connect the Lakewood neighborhood, an outdoor 
amphitheater, nine-hole disk golf course, two picnic shelters, 
trails, canoe landing, observation pier, and playground 
equipment. 
 
Riverside Park Update:  Grand opening is scheduled for 
June.  Project is 95% complete.  Lighting, signage, and park 
tables and benches will be added in the next couple of 
weeks. 
 
New parking lot for athletic fields.  The old town lot will be 
used for additional ballfield parking.  We received a $5,000 
grant from the State to help with the construction of a 
pedestrian bridge and paved trail to the ballfields. 
 
Our spring sports program is off and running.  We have 
almost 300 children ranging from ages 3-15 participating in 
our spring programs.  Thank you all for making our programs 
a huge success.
