Please visit the Town’s website to review the January 2008 monthly monitoring reports. These reports show how well our 
wastewater treatment plant operates. In addition, we have started posting the monthly drinking water quality reports for our 
Public Water Supply Systems.  You can also review our 2007 Annual Consumer Confidence Report on the source and quality of 
our drinking water over the past year. 
 
We are adding something new on our site for 2008. By June 30

th
, we will make the comprehensive annual wastewater treatment 

Operations & Maintenance Report available for review. This report goes in to more detail about how our publicly owned 
treatment works was operated and managed over the past 12 months. 
 
Our Department is currently engaged in a comprehensive study to improve water pressure. We hope to begin implementing the 
engineered study recommendations in this fiscal year. 
 
If you are aware of any fire hydrants that seem damaged please call our offices at 704-825-7499. Additionally, if you know of any 
water loss due to leaks please report them. Even the smallest leak cost all of us. 
 
In colder weather we have many problems with fats, oils, and grease causing sewer back-ups. Please do not let the grease 
goblin put a damper on your drain lines. Please dispose of these materials appropriately. If you have questions see the guidance 
information on our website. 
 
Please keep in mind that our public utilities staff are always available to answer any questions or concerns you may have 
regarding water distribution or wastewater collection and treatment.

Police Department Swears New Reserve Officer 
The Cramerton Police Department welcomes Officer John Russell “Rusty” Stamey to the force.  Stamey has been a resident of 
Cramerton and is a recent graduate of the Gaston College Basic Law Enforcement Training Program.  Stamey was sworn-in on 
February 8

th
, 2008 in a brief ceremony at Cramerton Town Hall.  Stamey will be an addition to the department’s reserve police 

force.  Reserve police officers are part-time, non-paid employees of the town but hold the same arrest powers as a full-time 
police officer. 

 
Cramerton Police Sponsor Explorer Post  
The Cramerton Police Department will be resuming its Law Enforcement Explorer Post that was established originally in 1999.  
Exploring is a program through the Boy Scouts of America that allows any young man or young woman between the ages of 14 
and 20, who are interested in the career of law enforcement, the opportunity to familiarize themselves with the various aspects of 
the field of law enforcement.   
The department will hold an orientation session to provide information on the program on March 6, 2008 at 7:00 P.M.  The 
session will be held at Cramerton Town Hall.  Youth that are interested in applying for membership to the program should attend 
the session along with a parent or guardian.

Community Watch Program 
The Cramerton Police Department is currently working to re-establish Community Watch programs in each area of town.  
Previously there were active Community Watch programs in each neighborhood within the town.  Currently only the Riverside 
neighborhood maintains an active watch program.  The police department is looking for individuals from each neighborhood of 
town that would be interested in assisting with the task of initiating the program near their homes. 
What is Community Watch?  Put simply, it is an organized group of neighborhood residents who watch out for criminal and 
suspicious behavior and report it to law enforcement to help prevent crime and promote cooperation among residents and police.  
In essence it is being a nosey neighbor, but in a good way!

Citizen’s Police Academy 

The Cramerton Police Department is in the process of organizing and scheduling its first Citizen’s Police Academy.  The 
Citizen’s Police Academy program is intended to open the lines of communication between the Community and the police 
department. Many times the relationship between the police and the citizen is one of “love/hate”.  To the Citizen, it may 
frequently appear that the police are not doing their job or are exceeding their boundaries. By allowing citizens a firsthand look at 
what rules, regulations and policies the police follow, some of the misunderstanding may be alleviated.  

The objective of the Citizen Police Academy is not to train an individual to be a “Police Officer” but to produce informed 
citizens. The Citizens and Police Officers meet each other face to face in a neutral, friendly setting and each becomes a person 
to the other. In the past, citizens have simply seen a uniform, now they have an understanding about the person behind the 
badge. 

The department will begin in late March to accept applications for its first graduating class.  The course will be limited to twenty 
(20) participants.  The program will begin in late April with the first class graduating in September.  The department will host one 
class each year.

GOAT ISLAND PROJECT (PARTF PROJECT 07-2010) 
As most of you know in 2007 we were awarded two grants from the State of North Carolina to help with the development and 
construction of Goat Island.  The engineering, surveying, and permitting process has been going on since August 2007.  
Construction of the two pedestrian bridges will be the first key elements of the project completed.  Other elements of the 
project will consist of: nine hole disk golf course, two picnic shelters, amphitheater, large playground, and a canoe launch. 
 
RECREATIONAL TRAILS GRANT  (RIVERSIDE PARK AND GREENWAY) 
This project includes the construction of additional parking, restrooms, and a trail segment from the newly constructed 
sidewalk along Riverside Drive to the Bennie Cunningham Bridge, along Cramer Mountain Road.  Construction will begin this 
Spring. 
 
PROPOSED GRANTS: 
We have applied for two additional grants this year. The Recreational Trails Grant and the Adopt-A-Trail Grant. 
Recreational Trails Grant: Propose to construct a parking lot and 600 feet of greenway trail at Lakewood. 
Adopt-A-Trail Grant: Propose to develop a brochure for trails, greenways, and blueways with linkages throughout Cramerton.
