MANDATORY WATER USE RESTRICTIONS: The Town of Cramerton is under mandatory water use restrictions. Currently,
the Town of Cramerton has instituted the third phase of mandatory restrictions. The Town falls under the same regulations that
the City of Gastonia places in effect because we purchase our water from Gastonia. Please keep up to date by reading the local
paper, which will feature more information. The restrictions are as follows:

- Watering of yards limited to handheld container or hose with automatic cutoff between the hours of 7:00pm-5:00am,

Monday, Wednesday, and Friday only.

- Use of irrigation systems is NOT ALLOWED!

- No washing outside areas such as streets, sidewalks, driveways, parking lots, home and office exteriors, etc...

- No operating or introduction of water into any non-recirculating ornamental fountains, pools, and ponds.

- No washing of vehicles.

- Drinking water is available only upon request in restaurants.

- No filling of newly constructed or completely emptied swimming pools.

Penalties and Remedies: $100.00 civil penalty for f irst offense, $250.00 for second offense, and $500. 00
for third offense, misdemeanor charge, and terminat ion of service.

UTILITY SERVICE PAYMENTS: There has been a lot of citizen comment concerning the payment of utilities to the Town of
Cramerton by online payment. Please understand that when you pay your utility bill through your financial institution online, this
means that the financial institution receives a request from you as a customer and then manufactures a check and mails it to the
Town of Cramerton. You need to provide your financial institution at least five business days to process and mail the check so
that the Town receives the payment before the 15" of the month.

The Town of Cramerton offers bank drafts for payment of utility bills. You will receive a bill each month with a notation that your
account will be drafted for the amount due. Your bank account will be drafted on the tenth day of the month. If you are
interested in this service, please fill out the information on the back of your utility bill stub and submit to Town Hall. The first
month, your account will be pre-noted and will not draft. The second month your account will be drafted for payment.

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TOWN OF CRAMERTON BURGLAR ALARM
ORDINANCE TAKES EFFECT NOVEMBER 1 °7

Cramerton Board of Commissioners passed a Burglar
Alarm Ordinance at their August 7" regular meeting. The
Ordinance will become effective at 12:000am on
November 1, 2007. The Cramerton Police Department will
administer the Ordinance through its newly formed Code
Enforcement Unit.

The Ordinance includes provisions for registration of
current and future residential and business burglar alarm
systems, graduated fine structures for excessive false
alarms, new equipment standards, and suspension of
police response to chronic false alarms. Residents and
business owners will have until November 1% to register
their alarm at no cost. Alarm systems registered after
November 1% will be subject to a $25.00 fee. Officers
responding to alarm calls after November 1% will be issuing
citations to alarm system owners who have not registered
their alarm. Failing to register an alarm system will result
in a $50.00 penalty being assessed.

CRAMERTON POLICE ACCEPTING APPLICATIONS
FOR LAW ENFORCEMENT EXPLORERS

The Cramerton Police Department is currently accepting
applications for Law Enforcement Explorer Post 588. Law
Enforcement Exploring is a career exploration program of
the Boy Scouts of America that is designed to familiarize
youth with various aspects of the field of law enforcement.
Special emphasis is placed on educational programs
directed toward law enforcement careers. In addition the
program is designed to improve relations between police
officers and the young people of the Cramerton area
through a close working relationship as well as allowing
participating youths an opportunity to become directly
involved with police work through specialized training,
work-along duty assignments, and community-based
programs.

The program is open to any young man or young woman
between the ages of 14 and 20 who is interested in the
career of law enforcement. All applicants are checked
through their schools, local police departments, and the
juvenile court system. Upon completion of a thorough
background check, applicants and their parent(s), are
interviewed by a departmental Explorer Review Board.
Successful  applicants are granted probationary
membership status for a period of six (6) months. Upon
successful completion of the probationary period
applicants become full members of the post. Anyone

Description of the Town of Cramerton Goat Island Pr oject

Goat Island is located in the South Fork of the Catawba River and is directly adjacent to the downtown business district of
Cramerton and the Lakewood Community. Goat Island was the last land holding of Burlington Industries. The Town of
Cramerton purchased it for the nominal cost of prior year county and town taxes. The island is almost 30 acres and is
wooded with a mixture of mature hardwoods and understory vegetation. The island’s size and central location within the
Town promotes a park that can incorporate a variety of recreation elements. Such amenities would be passive in nature to
preserve the existing vegetation and minimize impact to the natural resources.

The Goat Island Park will be a great addition to the newly renovated downtown business district. The Town has just
completed an extensive downtown project that includes additional parking, decorative lighting, and a new sidewalk. Goat
Island will be a place that parents can take their children to the playground, fish, canoe, take in an outdoor concert, or simply
stroll around the walking trails. This promotes the Town's Fit Community designation and will allow Cramerton citizens an
opportunity to enjoy the South Fork River.

The Town of Cramerton is experiencing an increased rate of growth. The Town is currently reviewing or has approved six
different subdivisions with a total of over 1,500 residential units and over 200,000 square feet in commercial development.
Over 1,000 of those residential units and all of the 200,000 square feet of commercial development will have direct access by
greenway to Goat Island. It is important to utilize this property for recreational purposes because the impending growth has
made property values soar and it is difficult to secure properties for recreational purposes without paying a premium price.

In order to utilize the park, accessibility is an essential and major factor into creating a usable and viable park. The Town has
recently received $375,000 from the North Carolina Department of Transportation for two 10-foot wide pedestrian bridges.
The bridges are pedestrian in nature, although small service vehicles will be able to use the bridges for construction of the
park, continued maintenance, and public safety. There will be a greenway trail constructed between the two pedestrian
bridges and spur trails around the island. This connection will promote and allow residents to access not only the island but
also other areas of Town through walking and bicycling.

The Town of Cramerton submitted a grant application to the North Carolina Parks and Recreation Trust Fund (PARTF) in
January 2007 for $500,000. The grant was awarded by the PARTF Board in May 2007 for the full amount of $500,000, which
is being matched by the Town of Cramerton dollar to dollar, utilizing the $375,000 NCDOT grant, therefore the Town will
only be responsible for $125,000 of a $1,000,000 to tal project cost over a period of three years. The Town will
contribute $1.25 for every $10.00 of grant funding provided by the State of North Carolina.

This pedestrian link across the South Fork of the Catawba River is important not only to the Town of Cramerton but the entire
region. With this important river crossing, several municipalities and tourist attractions can be linked together through an
extensive greenway network. In the future, the Cities of Mount Holly, Belmont, Lowell, Gastonia, McAdenville, and Cramerton
will be linked together. Eventually this will provide connectivity from the U.S. Whitewater Center to Daniel Stowe Botanical
Gardens. This can only be accomplished by having this important river crossing.

In order to meet the need of all age groups, it is proposed that a variety of recreation elements be offered on the island. Due
to the nature of the site being an island, water based recreation is a major component. The application includes the
construction of a fishing/observation pier and canoe/kayak landing. The Town wants to utilize the natural beauty and
recreational opportunities that the river provides. This project also includes two picnic shelters for family gatherings,
playground equipment, a nine-hole disc golf course, and an open-air amphitheatre. The proposed amphitheatre will provide
an opportunity for programming elements such as festivals, educational classes, and instructional programs. When the
amphitheatre is not being utilized for programming it will remain open for the public to make use of as open passive space.
Theses amenities would provide activities for all age groups in the areas of water based recreation, passive recreation, family
entertainment, as well as other recreational and educational programming events.

This project is unique to this area and to the State of North Carolina. It will attract people to Cramerton that are interested in
being part of this new and exciting recreational opportunity.

The Town of Cramerton is working with McGill Associates for engineering and design of Goat Island. The Town must work
with Duke Energy for a FERC Permit and Catawba River Buffer Permit and many State and Federal agencies such as the
Army Corp of Engineers, Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), NC Department of Environment and Natural
Resources, NCDOT, and the NC Parks and Recreation Trust Fund.

The engineering and permitting for this project will take approximately one year with construction of the project taking
approximately one year. The project must be completed by 2010 to meet the requirements of the North Carolina Parks and
Recreation Trust Fund Grant.
