THE TOWN CENTER REVITALIZATION PROJECT:   The Town Center Project is almost complete.  The Town’s Beautification 
Committee is still looking for donors and there are naming opportunities for trees, benches, planters, and lights.

UTILITY SERVICE PAYMENTS:   There has been a lot of citizen comment concerning the payment of utilities to the Town of 
Cramerton by online payment.  Please understand that when you pay your utility bill through your financial institution online, this 
means that the financial institution receives a request from you as a customer and then manufactures a check and mails it to the 
Town of Cramerton.  You need to provide your financial institution at least five business days to process and mail the check so 
that the Town receives the payment before the 15th of the month.   
 
The Town of Cramerton offers bank drafts for payment of utility bills.  You will receive a bill each month with a notation that your 
account will be drafted for the amount due.  Your bank account will be drafted on the tenth day of the month.  If you are 
interested in this service, please fill out the information on the back of your utility bill stub and submit to Town Hall.  The first 
month, your account will be pre-noted and will not draft.  The second month your account will be drafted for payment.  
 
LOOKING FOR VOLUNTEERS FOR BOARDS/COMMITTEES: The Cramerton Parks and Recreation Advisory Board is 
seeking two new members.  This is a very important committee that is charged with working on updating the Parks and 
Recreation Master Plan and Goat Island.

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TOWN OF CRAMERTON BURGLAR ALARM 
ORDINANCE TAKES EFFECT NOVEMBER 1 ST  
 
     Cramerton Board of Commissioners passed a Burglar 
Alarm Ordinance at their August 7th regular meeting.  The 
Ordinance will become effective at midnight on November 
1, 2007.  The Cramerton Police Department will 
administrate the Ordinance through its newly formed Code 
Enforcement Unit.   
     The Ordinance includes provisions for registration of 
current and future residential and business burglar alarm 
systems, graduated fine structures for excessive false 
alarms, new equipment standards, and suspension of 
police response to chronic false alarms.  Residents and 
business owners will have until November 1st to register 
their alarm at no cost.  Alarm systems registered after 
November 1st will be subject to a $25.00 fee.  Officers 
responding to alarm calls after November 1st will be issuing 
citations to alarm system owners who have not registered 
their alarm.  Failing to register an alarm system will result 
in a $50.00 penalty being assessed.

MANDATORY WATER USE RESTRICTIONS:   The Town of Cramerton is under mandatory water use restrictions.  Currently, the 
Town of Cramerton has instituted the first phase of mandatory restrictions. The Town falls under the same regulations that the City 
of Gastonia places in effect because we purchase our water from Gastonia.  The Town has been notified that there is a strong 
chance of entering into Phase II of mandatory restrictions.  Please keep up to date by reading the local paper, which will feature 
more information.  The restrictions are as follows: 

·  No use of water for an unnecessary purpose or intentionally waste water. 
·  Watering of yards limited to handheld container or hose with automatic cutoff between the hours of 5:00pm-9:00am. 
·  Use of irrigation systems limited to the hours of 7:00pm-5:00am, Monday, Wednesday, and Friday. 
·  No washing outside areas such as streets, sidewalks, driveways, parking lots, home and office exteriors, etc… 
·  No operating or introduction of water into any non-recirculating ornamental fountains, pools, and ponds. 
·  Washing vehicles, boats, etc… limited to the use of a handheld hose equipped with an automatic cutoff. 
·  Drinking water is available only upon request in restaurants. 
·  No newly constructed or completely emptied swimming pools shall be filled. 

Penalties and Remedies: $100.00 civil penalty for f irst offense, $250.00 for second offense, and $500. 00 for third 
offense, misdemeanor charge, and termination of ser vice.  



 

Town of Cramerton Code of Ordinances, Title XIII – General Offenses 
Chapter 131 – Operation and Use of Parks and Recreation Facilities 
 
§ 131.01  Prohibited Behaviors 
It shall be unlawful for any person in any park, recreation area, playground, ball field, picnic shelter, or any other recreation 
facility and the parking facilities thereof, owned or controlled by the Town of Cramerton to: 

1. Willfully mark, deface, disfigure, injure, tamper with, display or remove any structure, equipment, facilities or 
other property, either real or personal. 

2. Damage, cut, carve, transplant, or remove any tree or plant, injure the bark, pick the flowers or seeds of any 
tree or plant, to dig or otherwise disturb grass areas in any other way, or injure or impair the natural beauty or 
usefulness of any area. 

3. Dump, deposit or leave any bottles, broken glass, ashes, charcoal, gas, paper, boxes, cans, dirt, rubbish, 
wastes, garbage or refuse, or other trash at any facility location other than those areas available for refuse 
collection.  Charcoal may not be left in grills. 

4. Fail to obey law enforcement officers and recreational personnel or park/facility volunteers. 
5. Park any motor vehicle in areas other than established or designated parking areas. 
6. Leave any vehicle unattended for longer than twelve (12) hours on park property.  
7. Operate any motor vehicle on any area except the parking areas or such other areas as may be specifically 

designated by the Town.  No motorcycles, mini-bikes, trail-bikes, dirt-bikes, go-carts, all terrain vehicles, or 
any other motorized vehicles are allowed on park property or any other recreational facilities, except for 
parking in designated parking areas only. 

8. Allow or permit any dogs or other animals to run at large or to leave any excrement from such animal on any 
area of the park or recreational facility. 

9. Produce noise, music, or other sounds that annoy, disturb or frighten park users. 
10. Fail to use an individual gazebo, picnic shelter, together with tables and benches, on a “First Come, First 

Serve” basis, unless a reservation has been issued according to rules and regulations established by the 
Recreation Director. 

11. Leave a picnic area or shelter before the grill is completely extinguished and before all trash in the nature of 
boxes, papers, cans, bottles, garbage and other refuse is placed in receptacles provided.  If no such 
receptacles are available, then refuse and trash shall be carried away from the park area by the user to be 
properly disposed of elsewhere. 

12. Dispose of household or business garbage in park or recreation garbage container. 
13. Set up tents, shacks, or any other temporary shelter for the purpose of overnight camping, nor leave in any 

park after closing hours any movable structure or special vehicle to be used or that could be used for such 
purpose, such as a camper, house trailer, or the like. 
a) In Town parks where overnight camping is allowed persons may only establish camp in areas 

designated by the Town for such purposes. 
14. Bring or have in his/her possession, set off or otherwise cause to explode, discharge or burn any firecrackers, 

other fireworks, explosives, or non-explosives, such as sparklers or discharge them or throw them into any 
such area from land or highway adjacent thereto. 

15. Build or attempt to build a fire except when using the grill to cook.  No person shall drop, throw or otherwise 
scatter lighted matches, burning cigarettes or cigars, or other flammable material within any park area or on 
any highway, road or street abutting or continuous thereto. 
a) In Town parks where campfires are allowed, persons may only establish campfires in areas 

designated by the Town for such purposes and must fully comply with the Town of Cramerton Open 
Burning Ordinance. 

16. Sleep or protractedly lounge on the seats, benches, floors or other areas.  
17. Engage in loud, boisterous, threatening, abusive, insulting or indecent language or engage in any disorderly 

conduct or behavior tending to be a breach of the public peace. 
18. Disturb or interfere unreasonably with any other person or party occupying or using any area, or participating 

in any authorized activity. 
19. Sell food, beverages, or merchandise or solicit donations for any individual, group, club company or 

corporation without first obtaining a permit issued by the Town. 
20.  Enter, use or remain within any park after 10:00 P.M. and before 6:00 A.M. unless otherwise posted or due to 

an approved Town sponsored event. 
a) In Town parks where overnight camping is allowed persons may only establish camp in areas 

designated by the Town for such purposes.  Overnight campers must obtain the proper permit from 
Town officials before establishing camp. 

21. Bring upon, possess, consume or display any beer, wine, whiskey or other intoxicating liquor or beverage 
without proper permits from the Town of Cramerton, or controlled substances or the containers thereof within 
the confines of any park or recreation areas. 



 

a) Limited special occasion permits for possession of alcoholic beverages on Town Property may be 
applied for at the Cramerton Town Hall.  Special Occasion Permits must be approved by the Town 
Manager and Chief of Police prior to being issued. 

22. Be intoxicated in any park or recreation facility. 
23. Bring upon, possess, consume any controlled substances or the containers thereof within the confines of any 

park or recreation areas. 
24. Be nude in any park or recreation facility. 
25. Use tobacco products of any kind on Town property. 
26. Violate posted rules and regulations enacted pursuant to this Ordinance. 

 27. Swim from the banks of the Town of Cramerton property. 
 
§ 131.02 Use of Park or Other Facility 
 Flagrant misuse of parks and recreational facilities will result in forfeiture of future use and reservation privileges.  No 
deposit or fees will be returned to persons asked to leave the premises for misuse of Town property or a violation of any of the 
Town of Cramerton Code of Ordinances.  

1. The Recreation Director has the authority and responsibility to determine and post rules and regulations 
governing the use and maintenance of specific parks and recreational facilities within the Town.   

2. Users of all parks and recreation facilities shall adhere to this  
ordinance, and also to all posted rules and regulations. 

4. The Town Manager or his designee and any authorized Town employee and any law enforcement officer 
shall have the authority to eject from any park or recreation facility, any person acting in violation of this 
ordinance, or in violation of posted rules and regulations enacted pursuant to this ordinance. 

5.      Any requests for special events or use of the parks and/or    
     recreational facilities shall be presented to and approved by the    
     Town of Cramerton Recreation Director or his designee.  If these          
     requests are approved, a permit will be issued and any fees will be    
     assessed by the Town. 

 
§ 131.03 Closing of Town Parks or Recreational Faci lities 
Any section or part of any park, recreation area or facility may be declared closed to the public by the Town at any time and 
for any interval of time, either temporarily or at regular and stated intervals (daily or otherwise) and closed to certain uses.  
The Town Manager, Recreation Director or his designee, or any law enforcement officer may temporarily close or suspend 
activity at any park, recreation area or facility as deemed necessary to maintain order, to protect persons or property, or to 
promote the public safety, health and welfare.  
 
§ 131.04  REGISTERED SEX OFFENDER PROHIBITED IN TOWN PARKS AND RECREATION FACILITIES 
(A) Definitions 

���  Registered Sex Offender:  An individual who is registered by any state  
or federal agency as a sex offender and whose name is published on any state or federal registered sex offender 
listing, including, but not  limited to the sex offender registry established in Article 27A of the North Carolina 
General Statute, Chapter 14. 

���  Public Park:  Any publicly owned or maintained land which is designated by the Town of Cramerton as a park or 
recreation facility. 

���  Recreation Facility:  Any publicly owned or maintained structure or building which is designated by the Town of 
Cramerton as a recreation facility. 

(B) Violations 
(1) It shall be a violation of this ordinance for any Registered Sex Offender to be in or on any Public Park or 

Recreation Facility owned, operated or maintained by the Town of Cramerton. 
(2) Any person(s) found to be in violation of this ordinance shall be subject to a fine of not less than $500.00 per 

offense and/or 30 days in jail. 
(3) Each and every entrance into the parks or facilities, regardless of the time period involved shall constitute a 

separate offense under this ordinance. 
(4) The Town Manager or his designee shall be charged with posting this regulation at the main entrance(s) of each 

public park and recreation facility. 
 
§ 131.99 Penalty 

Title I, Chapter 10, Section 10.99 “General Enforcement and Remedies” shall apply for any violations of this 
Ordinance or any posted rules and regulations enacted pursuant to it. 

In addition to the above remedies, the Town Manager or his designee shall be authorized to assess the violator any 
damages to Town of Cramerton property and/or the cost of repair or replacement thereof made in violation of this Ordinance 
or any posed rules and regulations, and the violator shall be required to make restitution or reimburse the Town such 
amounts.
